
65% of Lottery funds are spent 
on salaries and bene�ts for 
educators.  This money helps 
school districts fund class- 
size reduction programs, hire 
classroom aides, nurses, school 
psychologists, and specialists. 

19% of Lottery funds are used to buy instructional 
materials for the classroom; including textbooks, 
classroom supplies, computers and software, library 
books and laboratory equipment.

16% of Lottery funds are used to support other  
programs and services.

The California Lotteryfi implements the public�s 
mandate to generate supplemental funding for 
education through the sale of creative and entertaining 
Lottery products. Since its inception in 1985, the 
Lottery has contributed over $18 billion to education 
and over the past six years has generated over  
$1 billion a year for California schools. While this 
accounts for approximately 1.5% of all education 
funding, these funds give schools the �exibility to 
maintain and expand valuable programs and services 
that are priorities in their local communities.
